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Schloss Prielau, Zell am See: A new star in the cuisine-sky
After Jörg Wörther’s departure, Schloss Prielau reopens with a new concept and after refurbishment in May this year.

The celebrated chef Andreas Mayer from Munich sets culinary trends in two restaurants.

Zell am See/Salzburg: Schloss Prielau, former family seat of Hugo von Hofmannsthal and in possession of the Porsche family for more than 20 years, has found new hosts. In May this year Schloss Prielau reopens its doors under the supervision of the new hosts Anette Müller and Andreas Mayer. Their aim is to develop the well-known and traditional castle - it had already established itself as a culinary insider tip under the predecessor Jörg Wörther - to an internationally regarded establishment with a culinary focus.
Andreas Mayer (37), born in the Inn valley and disciple of the “chef of the century” (Gault Millau) Eckart Witzigmann, started his career in the restaurant ‘Schiffchen’ in Düsseldorf and in the ‘Landhaus Scherrer’ in Hamburg. As Souchef in the ‘Käfer Schenke’ in Munich and as long-time head chef at the Kempinski Hotel ‘Vier Jahreszeiten’ in Munich, Mayer made a name for himself. Moreover, before leaving to Schloss Prielau, he was head chef in Witzigmann’s ‘Palazzo’ in Munich and in Berlin. He has been a member of the Eurotoque association for years. At Schloss Prielau, he wants to bring his vision/interpretation of international cuisine with regional influences to perfection, his special focus lies on fresh ingredients from local cultivation.
“The area around Zell am See, the Pinzgau, offers outstanding products for cooking. Here, at Schloss Prielau, I want to combine my preference for French cuisine with local products and the local tradition. But first and foremost, I want to create a pleasurable and cheerful ‘taste-landscape’”, explains head chef and patron of the house, Andreas Mayer.

The culinary concept at Schloss Prielau includes two restaurants. In the “Schlossküche” (the castle-kitchen), and on the terrace of the castle, regional specialities are served from 11.30 to 18.00 o’clock, in the afternoon coffee and home-made cakes can be enjoyed as well. In the gourmet-restaurant “MAYER’S” the guests can experience world-class gourmet cuisine.
The last winter season was not only used to improve the gastronomic sector but also to bring the facilities of the hotel to an international standard. For the first time, guests have access to the first floor of the castle, which was formerly occupied by the Porsche family. Now, the “Hugo von Hofmannsthal-Suite” is situated there. The suite has 2 double rooms and one single room, 2 luxurious bathrooms and a vast living area with a tiled stove, as well as a music room which includes a Steinway-piano for small concerts. The other 6 double rooms and the 2 single rooms of the hotel are furnished in contemporary country-house style of highest standards. The overall composition and the atmosphere of the hotel are influenced by individual living-comfort, precious antiquities, pan ceilings dating from the 17th century and antique tiled stoves.
Schloss Prielau is perfectly suited for celebrations, events and culinary highlights. The facilities are perfectly equipped and it is located nearby the city of Salzburg, host of the famous Salzburg festival. Moreover, it offers its guests a private beach at the lake, as well as a range of other leisure activities like hiking, mountaineering, sailing, Nordic Walking and, naturally, golfing - there are two 18 holes golf-courses in Zell am See and Schloss Prielau is a founder member of the golf club Zell am See. Hence, the hotel gets special conditions for its guests, e.g. 30% off on the green-fee.

Schloss Prielau offers a special atmosphere for wedding-celebrations: Right next to the castle is a 250 years old chapel, which was built as an individual building in 1730. Glorious weddings can be celebrated there.
